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HANDICAPS

e Positive handicaps — If both players have a positive handicap this can be
worked back to 0, e.g. but only if both players aqgree,

+5vs +2 changes to +3vs 0

+8 vs +8 changes to 0 all.

e Negative handicaps - If both players have a negative handicap, this can be
worked back to 0 but only if both players agree, e.g.

-6 vs -2 can change to 0 vs -4
-4 vs -4 can change to 0 all.

A negative vs a positive starts as given.
